Since the fourth USML to CCL regulatory change became effective on June 27, 2014, BIS has approved
a total of 4,099 licenses for a value of $123.8 billion. The average number of BIS license applications
for the four 9x515 items created by this rule is 87 per month through March 10, 2019. The approval rate
is 83.0%.

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Of the $8.0 billion in U.S. exports of 9x515 items in the fourth USML to CCL regulatory change under
BIS jurisdiction from June 27, 2014 to March 31, 2019, licensed exports totaled $4.9 billion (61.8% of
the total); Strategic Trade Authorization (STA) totaled $2.2 billion (28.71%); and No License Required
(NLR) to Canada and 9A515.e items to all other destinations totaled $512.8 million (6.4%).
