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Licensing Statistics of 600-Series and 9x515 Items
October 15, 2013 to June 30, 2019

Since October 15, 2013, certain items that were determined not to warrant control on the United States
Munitions List (USML) have moved to the Commerce Control List (CCL), creating 600-series ECCNs
and 9x515 ECCN:s.

BIS Average Monthly Applications by USML to CCL Regulatory Changes
October 15, 2013 to June 30,2019
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In the last two years, the monthly declines of license applications for the items in the 18 categories of the
USML have been stable, at an average of 52.1% decline, thus, the Directorate of Defense Trade
Controls (DDTC) of the U.S. Department of State has stopped reporting licensing statistics for this
report. In order to continue to show the licensing trends of impact of the USML to CCL regulatory
changes, this report uses the licensing data last reported from DDTC as September 30, 2018.

DDTC Average Monthly Applications by USML to CCL Regulatory Change
October 15, 2013 to September 30, 2018 (last reported by DDTC)
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From October 15, 2013 to June 30, 2019, BIS has processed a total of 77,424 applications for 600-
series and 9x515 items. Of these, 72,307 applications were for 600-series items and 5,117 were for
9x515 items.

Of 72,307 applications for 600-series items:

> Approved applications were 64,868, 89.7% of the total applications;
> Returned without action (RWA) were 7,253, 10.0% of the total; and
> Denied applications were 186, 0.3% of the total.

Of 5,117 applications for 9x515 items:

> Approved applications were 4,266, 83.4% of the total applications;

> Returned without action (RWA) were 755, 14.8% of the total; and
> Denied applications were 96, 1.9% of the total.

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From October 15, 2013 to June 30, 2019, BIS has processed applications for 600-series and 9x515 items
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for a value of $292.7 billion. Of these, $167.3 billion for 600-series items and $125.4 billion for 9x515

items.

Of $167.3 billion for 600-sereis items:

> Approved applications valued at $153.0 billion, 91.4% of the total application value;
> Returned without action (RWA) valued at $13.8 billion, 8.2% of the total; and
> Denied applications valued at $565.0 million, 0.3% of the total.

Of $125.4 billion for 9x515 items:

> Approved applications valued at $124.1 billion, 99.0% of the total application value;
> Returned without action (RWA) valued at $1.2 billion, 0.9% of the total; and
> Denied applications valued at $69.2 million, 0.06% of the total.

In the last 13 months from June 2018 to June 2019, the average monthly BIS license approvals for all
ECCNs are 2,437, indicating an increase of 43.4% from the average monthly approvals of 1,700 during
the fiscal year 2012 to 2013, prior to the first regulatory change from the USML to the CCL becoming
effective on October 15, 2013:
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For 600-Series items, the average monthly license approvals are 982;
For 9x515 items, the average monthly license approvals are 62; and
For legacy ECCNSs, the average monthly license approvals are 1,393.

Trends in BIS Approved License Applications
June 2018 to June 2019
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Of the total 64,868 BIS approved licenses for 600-series items from October 15, 2013 to June 30,

2019, 43,249 (66.7% of the total approved licenses) were issued for exports to the top 15 destinations by
license count. The top destinations were Japan with 7,576 approved licenses (11.0% of the total); the
United Kingdom with 6,781 (9.5%), and South Korea with 3,503 (5.1%).
