Since the third USML to CCL regulatory change became effective on July 1, 2014 to August 31, 2020,
BIS has processed a total of 8,830 license applications for a value of $9.4 billion for the twenty 600-
Series items created by this rule. The average number of BIS license applications is 119 per month.
BIS has approved a total of 7,798 licenses for a value of $8.7 billion and the approval rate is 88.3%.
