Since the fifth USML to CCL regulatory change became effective on December 30, 2014 to August 31, 

2020, BIS has processed a total of 17,292 applications for a value of $24.8 billion for the eight 600-
Series items created by this rule.  The average number of BIS license applications is 228 per month.  
BIS has approved 15,278 licenses for a value of $22.3 billion and the approval rate is 88.4%. 

 

From the effective date of December 30, 2014 to August 31, 2020, U.S. exports of items in the fifth 

USML to CCL regulatory change – Military Electronics items (3y611 and 9y620) under BIS jurisdiction 
totaled 69,947 shipments with a value of $4.7 billion.
